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            Common Criteria Certification Scheme ensures evaluation of Common Criteria evaluation and certification applications within the scope of Common Criteria Evaluation Methodology. CCCS performs each stage of evaluation process in conformance with CCRA Contract terms, CCRA committee decisions and TS EN 45011:2001 General Terms for Product Certification Organizations standards. The organizations and institutions taking part in Common Criteria certification process can be described as a three-layer system. 
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Figure-1. Client – CCCS – CCTL Hierarchy 
As you can see in Figure 1, CCCS is the authority arranging coordination between the clients and testing laboratories during Common Criteria evaluation and certification process. CCCS client can be either directly the developer/producer of the product to be certified or a sponsor financing certification or both. 
CCCS has testing and evaluation activities of the products to be certified in conformance with Common Criteria and Evaluation Methodology made by Approved Common Criteria Testing Laboratories. Requirements for the laboratories to follow the process are indicated in “Common Criteria Testing Laboratory Licensing Publish” document in TSE web site. Licensing process starts with official application of the laboratories to TSE, which can meet the requirements stated in the publishing. CCCS inspects and grants license for the laboratories, which are accredited according to TS EN ISO/IEC 17025 General Terms for Qualification of Testing and Calibration Laboratories standards in conformance with “Laboratories Application and Licensing Procedure”, in consideration of Common Criteria Standards, relevant CCRA terms and Common Criteria and Evaluation Methodology. 

CCCS is liable for providing technical sufficiency of CCTL and their consistency with each other within this system. CCCS ensures this via periodic laboratory inspections and meetings. 
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Figure-2. CCCS Certification Process 
Basic stages of a certification process performed by CCCS is shown in Figure 2 in a timely manner. The whole evaluation and certification process is realized under knowledge and control of CCCS. Certification process is described in detail in “Common Criteria Certification Plan”. Inspection, evaluation and certification services are performed by trained, competent and experienced expert staff by using prepared system documentation. 
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
